TESTS FOR SUGAR IN URINE.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE PROVINCIAL MEDICAL AND

SURGICAL JOURNAL,
SiR,

In answer to ¢ B.'s” commanicaticn, contained ip the
last ber of the Pr ial Medical and Surgical
Journal, allow me to ask him, through the medium of
its pages, whether the urine which he subjected to
analysis by means of Trommer’s and Moore’s tests, were
ascertained by any other distinctive marks than those
afforded by the former test, to be diabetic. As
Trommer’s test will occasionally furnish indications of
sugar, (or rather, I should say, a reddish brown
deposit,) where no sugar exists, unless some corrobo-
rative evidence had been obtained, in the case under
consideration, the fair presumption is, that fhe urine
was not diabetic.

If, on the other hand,.the urine analysed, were ascer-
tained by some certain {est—either fermentation or
crystallization—to contain sugar, then some substance
must have been present in it which prevented those
‘changes which usnally occur when grape sugar is sub-
Jjected to the combined action of heat and potassu ; and
“ B.” will confer a benefit upon the profession, and
especially oblige me, by extending his analysis of the
urine in question, and . publishing in your periodical
the sources of fallacy.

It was,
however, proved, that he had demanded from some
persons wham he had supplied with this vegetable
powder: thirty, fifty, one hundred, and- even two
hundred francs. M. Capard was condemaned in a
fine of six hundred francs, and further sentenced as
being a former offender, to ten days imprisonment.

and pharmacy ;—fined fifteen francs for his practice-

of medicine, and five hundred francs for the sale of
pharmaceutical preparations.
